I give devise and bequeath unto my beloved wife Mary Wild my cottage land and premises, I now live in and occupy and all and singular my household goods, and furniture, stock, linen, china, and all sums of money, and all and every my Estate and Effects whatsoever, and wheresoever, whether real or personal, whereof or wherein I shall or may be possessed or intitled unto at the time of my decease.  To hold to her my said wife for and during the term of her widowhood, and from and after my wifes intermarriage or death, then I give and devise my said cottage, land and premises and all my personal Estate unto and equally between my children, Sarah, John, William, Henry, Ann, James, Richard, and George and their respective Heirs and assigns forever as Tenants in Common, but if either of my said children should die before my wife, or before her marrying again leaving a child or children, then I devise that share of my child or children so dying unto his or her spouse and their Heirs in equal proportions, but If either should so die without Issue, I devise the share of such child so dying unto my surviving children and their heirs forever in equal proportions. And I do hereby constitute and appoint my sons John and Henry joint Executors of this my will hereby revoking all former wills and codicils by me at any time hereafter made and do declare this only to be my last will.
